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Frequently Asked Questions  

Do I need to get the same brand
as my first vaccine? 
Yes. If you don't remember what brand you
received, talk to your healthcare provider. 

Do I need to return to the same place
for my second dose? 
No. You can go where it is easy for you. 

What if I missed my second dose appointment? 
If you are outside of the recommended window
for getting your second dose, call your
healthcare provider. You may still be able to
get vaccinated. 

What if I lost my vaccination card? 
Contact your first vaccine provider, or regular
healthcare provider, to get a replacement card.
